Iôm actually writing this with a few tears in my eyes this morning.  Two members of the 
public knocked on the door about 7:30am as they had seen a dog thrown out of a car 
just outside our Centre and the owner sped off without a second thought.               
Unfortunately the kind members of the public were unable to get the registration   
number but a member of our team went out looking with the ladies and did manage to 
catch the dog on the ring road and she was brought safely back to our kennels.  She 
is such a sweet natured dog but is standing in one of our kennels shaking and totally 
confused about what has happening to her - our thanks to the two ladies who took the 
time out to report the situation and help us to locate and catch the dog.   

 
Such a lack of compassion and caring causes me to feel both angry and frustrated 
just at the simple thoughtlessness of the situation.  Yes, well done for bringing the 
animal to us if he couldnôt cope anymore but why leave her untethered to potentially 
be run over or endanger the public by causing an accident? 

 
This has lead me to think of a similar situation where we see animals confused and 
dazed when they are brought into us as their owners have died.  The RSPCA have a 
scheme called ñHome For Lifeò which is a pet rehoming service provided by us.  This 
is a free service which gives pet owners peace of mind that weôll do all we can to find 
a new loving home for their pets (in accordance with RSPCA rehoming policies) when 
they pass away.

Any profit we make goes back into our animal welfare   
activities which is so important as remember we are an independent branch which 
means we have to raise all our own funding.

She 

has been through a lot and      

deserves a loving home. 
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As the Animal Care Manager at Derby RSPCA Malcolm Hall has seen many changes 
since he started as a Night Care Assistant in 2006 not least to his own career. For 
most of his working life Malcolm has been employed in welfare but for people rather 
than animals.  He was an HR manager for a housing association for many years and 
then did a similar job for Scarsdale Veterinary Group and then worked as an           
administrator for a psychotherapist. 

  

Whilst still employed in that job Malcolm was looking for something completely        
different, to move himself away from a working life of listening to people problems.  
Looking for a job which he described could give him a bit of chilling out time he applied 

for the position of Animal Night Care Assistant.  Used to 
going to work in a suit and tie he went to the interview 
booted and suited and remembers being interviewed by 
people in work wear. Of course now he appreciates that 
is the only suitable day wear for his current job. To his 
surprise he was hired and he found the night job suited 
him as he was still  toying with the idea of setting up his 
own consultancy using his  counselling diploma. But Mal-
colm in fact had little time to chill out as the demands of 
the local centre meant he quickly took on the role of day 
supervisor and then Animal Care Manager. 

 

Fundamentally his role is to oversee the welfare of animals that need the care and 
support of the Shelter until they can be re homed.  But Malcolm has not got away   
entirely from HR as he manages some of the staff in the Centre.  He accepts that the 
animal care side is often a reactionary one as he never knows what literally is coming 
through the door from one day to the next.  But Malcolm also has plans to be proactive 
in getting the message of animal welfare and education into communities. This may 
involve joining up with other animal welfare organisations to spread the word about 
micro-chipping and the neutering of animals as we see so many unwanted litters of 
kittens and puppies. 

 

But what keeps him optimistic is all the nice people that walk into the centre looking to 
share their lives with what in many cases, but not all, was a life that was dispensable.  
Like many school teachers who years later are asked if they remember teaching a  
pupil who is now an mature adult Malcolm is often expected to remember someoneôs 
pet that they adopted from the Centre some years ago and as much as he would  
dearly love to be able to, with the sheer numbers that pass through the Centre each 
year, that is almost impossible.  Although he does try hard! Malcolm has also adopted 
from the Centre and his companion animal, ñArchieò, is a staffie-cross who is still a 
very jealous dog and quells Malcolmôs natural inclinations to take many a waif and 
stray home ï perhaps itôs just as well.  

 

Back in his early days with the Centre Malcolm soon came to realise that the Centre 
was struggling financially. However, he is passionate and very optimistic and   excited 
about the future of Derby RSPCA despite these difficult economic times. Malcolm has 
some big projects to bring to fruition and along with the Branch Manager, and the   
support of the people of Derby, they are also planning to update the kennels        
something he says badly needs doing.  He now believes the Centre is building for an      
exciting and challenging future.

Food Appeal 

 

We are appealing to the people in Derbyshire to help with record numbers of puppies 

and kittens being looked after at the Centre  by    

donating puppy and kitten food. There are currently 

nine puppies and over 40 kittens in need of homes 

that are being cared for by the staff at the Centre. 

You can imagine how much food they manage to 

work their way through! Any amount that you could 

give would be more than appreciated.  

 

Often other animals get over-looked and we are also always in need of rabbit food, 

hay and bird food. 

 

We are also in desperate need of blankets and bedding, toys and wood-based cat 

litter pellets. As always without the generosity shown to us by members of the public 

we wouldnôt be here today, so thank you! 

 

 

Whilst we welcome the warm, sunny days of the summer, they can prove fatal for 

dogs if they are left in a car. While it may not be hitting high temperatures outside, on 

a sunny day temperatures inside a car can very quickly soar. Iôm sure everyone 

knows the feeling when you first get into your car after it has been left in the sun. It is 

unbearably hot and stuffy and the first reaction of most people is to put the air-

conditioning on to cool down.  

 

Some people believe that leaving a window open is enough to keep your dog cool but 

this isnôt true. You may well think that leaving your dog for just an hour will be fine but 

temperatures inside a car can easily double within that time, leaving your dog at risk 

from heatstroke. If you see a dog in a car on a sunny day then please call the Police.  

 

Heatstroke is the biggest danger to dogs on a hot day and it can prove fatal. Some 

dogs, such as long-haired, heavily muscled or short-snouted dogs, are at greater risk 

than others, but it can affect any dog. Signs to watch out for include heavy panting, 

lethargy, vomiting and diarrhoea and a rapid pulse.  

 

If your dog seems to be showing signs of heatstroke the most important thing is to call 

your vet and try to cool them down gradually, using cool water, not cold, to avoid 

shock. Let them drink small amounts of cool water but it is important not to cool them 

down too quickly.  

 

Everyone has a legal responsibility to look after their animals. If you are taking your 

dog out in the car then please donôt leave your dog when you reach your destination. 

Donôt let your dog become the latest statistic.
